Commentary

In October the NAV per share was down 3.3%, the share price was down 4.8%, and
the MSCI World Health Care Index which was down 1.3%.

Underperformance this month was largely attributable to a significant and broad sell-
off in healthcare, particularly biotechnology and pharmaceutical stocks. Of note, the
NASDAQ Biotechnology Index was down more than 11% whilst the NYSE ARCA
Pharmaceutical Index was down 7% in October (both figures in U.S. dollar). The
looming U.S. Presidential election was the reason. At the time, the release of
recordings that were incriminating of Republican nominee Donald Trump triggered
concern that not only would the Democratic nominee, Hillary Clinton, take the White
House, but the Democratic party could pull off a “sweep” of Congress, taking
majorities in both the U.S. Senate and the House of Representatives. Healthcare
investors were concerned that such a sweep would allow a putative President Clinton
unimpeded legislative power to dramatically alter the pharmaceutical landscape vis
a vis drug pricing initiatives that would have far reaching chilling effects on all industry
players. We believe the sell-off was an overreaction. Additionally, significant
currency moves in October, in particular pound sterling / U.S. dollar, adversely
impacted our gearing, creating approximately -100bps of underperformance.

Finally, some individual stocks with negative catalysts also contributed to
underperformance. In an unprecedented fashion, the biotech giant, Amgen, sold off
10% - in one day, no less - after the company said that they could no longer raise the
price for their rheumatology agent, Enbrel (etancercept). The sequencing company,
Illumina, missed third quarter expectations and lowered guidance. The stock fell by
25% (in local currency) given the high expectations. Also cardiovascular medical
device company, Edwards Lifesciences was lower 20% (in local currency) after
posting a disappointing third quarter result.

On the positive side, Alexion Pharmaceuticals, moved higher in October after
reporting better than expected third quarter results and raised full year guidance.

Investment Policy

The Company offers a superior UK-listed
opportunity for capital appreciation through a
diversified portfolio of worldwide pharmaceutical,
biotechnology, healthcare equipment, healthcare
technology and healthcare services companies.
The Portfolio Manager seeks to reduce risk through
extensive fundamental research, worldwide
exposure, position limits, and balanced market
capitalisations. The Company’s investment
objective also allows gearing, through borrowing of
up to 20% of net assets and a net exposure to
derivative investments (excluding swaps) of up to
5% of the portfolio. Equity swaps may also be used,
counterparty exposure here is limited to 12% of the
portfolio at the time of acquisition.

Discount Control Mechanism

The Directors have adopted an active discount
management policy to establish and support an
improved rating in the Company's shares through
the use of share buybacks, with a view to limiting
the discount to the ex income NAV per share at
which the shares trade to no more than 6%. Shares
bought back may be held in treasury for reissue at
later dates at not more than the discount at which
they were purchased, and in any event at a
discount no greater than 5% to the prevailing cum
income net asset value per share. Any shares left
in treasury are cancelled around the time of the
AGM.
