Commentary 
In June, the NAV per share was up 6.9%, the share price was up 6.1% and the MSCI World Health Care Index was 
up 6.2%. 

Broad equity markets moved notably higher in June as the S&P 500 returned over 700 bps ($) and the FTSE 
100 advanced nearly 400 bps (£).  Volatility subsided in the month driven primarily by increased investor 
optimism over a potential interest rate cut by the U.S. Federal Reserve and easing tensions over U.S.-China 
trade negotiations.   Overall, the Company outperformed the benchmark, with alpha contribution from all 
sub-sectors save for Pharmaceuticals.   
 
Most notable contributors to performance included Boston Scientific, whose share price momentum 
continued from the previous month.  Specifically, strength in the shares was driven by a better-than-expected 
outcome from a U.S. Food and Drug Administration Advisory Committee meeting for one of the company’s 
key device categories and a robust investor day which highlighted the company’s pipeline and increased 
investor confidence that the company will maintain industry leading sales and earnings growth over the next 
3-4 years.   Another important contributor in the month was Alexion Pharmaceuticals whose share price 
completely rebounded in the month after the stock sold off in May on investor concerns over the #1 
shareholder reducing its stake in the company.  Finally, shares in the gene therapy company, Sarepta 
Therapeutics rallied over 30% in June after a competitor’s gene therapy data for the treatment of Duchene’s 
muscular dystrophy underwhelmed.   
 
In terms of negative contribution, there were no detractors of import as no single position in the portfolio 
detracted more than 15 bps. Looking ahead, second quarter earnings will begin in earnest in July, the next 
move by the U.S. Federal Reserve will be pivotal, and continued scrutiny of polls concerning the Democratic 
nominees ahead of the 2020 U.S. Presidential election will be watched by investors.

Shares 
bought back may be held in treasury for reissue at 
later dates at not more than the discount at which 
they were purchased, and in any event at a 
discount no greater than 5% to the prevailing cum 
income net asset value per share. Any shares left 
in treasury are cancelled around the time of the 
AGM. In order to stop the share price trading at a 
significant premium to the NAV per share, the 
Company has the ability to issue new shares at a 
0.7% premium to the cum income NAV per share.
