Commentary 
In April the NAV per share was up 0.6%, the share price was up 2.5%, and the MSCI World Health Care 
Index was up 2.8%. 

April proved to be somewhat of a volatile month in healthcare.  Investor concerns over drug pricing reform 
in the United States awoke during the month, creating some headwinds for some specific companies and 
subsectors. This factor contributed to the reported relative underperformance in April, exacerbated by stock 
selection in emerging biotechnology. The top contributor in the month was Merck & Co.  The company 
presented game changing data for their imunno-oncology drug, Keytruda (pembrolizumab), at an American 
Association of Cancer Research meeting.  This data demonstrated that taking Keytruda in combination with 
chemotherapy reduced the probability of death by over 50% in patients who are newly diagnosed with 
advanced or metastatic lung cancer.  This data established a new standard of care in treatment of this deadly 
disease.  Meanwhile, Bristol-Myers Squibb presented positive data for their imunno-oncology doublet, 
Opdivo (nivolumab) and Yervoy (ipilimumab), in the same disease setting at this same meeting.  However, 
despite the positive data, Bristol-Myers Squibb was the top detractor in the month, as the Keytruda dataset 
was so overwhelmingly positive, shares in Bristol-Myers Squibb sold off aggressively. Another important 
contributor was Alexion Pharmaceuticals.  The share price was higher after the company reported a “beat 
and raise”: first quarter results were ahead of analyst expectations and the company raised full year 
guidance. One stock that got caught in the drug price rhetoric was Regeneron Pharmaceuticals.  The 
company’s flagship product is a physician administered drug, Eyelea (aflibercept), for the treatment of certain 
types of blindness. Investor concerns continued to grow that the Trump administration’s changes to drug 
policy many unduly impact Eyelea’s price. Finally, a comment on managed care stocks.  Our underweight 
positioning there generated some negative alpha given the stronger than expected first quarter 2018 
earnings reports despite headwinds related to a difficult flu season.

Shares 
bought back may be held in treasury for reissue at 
later dates at not more than the discount at which 
they were purchased, and in any event at a 
discount no greater than 5% to the prevailing cum 
income net asset value per share. Any shares left 
in treasury are cancelled around the time of the 
AGM. In order to stop the share price trading at a 
significant premium to the NAV per share, the 
Company has the ability to issue new shares at a 
0.7% premium to the cum income NAV per share.
