Commentary
In October the NAV per share was down 11.8%, the share price was down 11.7%, and the MSCI World Health Care
Index was down 4.5%.

Carnage. Ina word, that was what October brought to the global equity markets. At points in time during the month,
some major indices were down over 10%. During turbulent times in the stock market, low-risk, higher liquidity, larger
market capitalisation, and defensive sectors are where investors retreat to. Whilst healthcare was not immune and
did not provide much in terms of a “defensive” shield for investors to hide behind, some subsectors did much better
than others did. As a result, losses in the month were exacerbated primarily by allocation affect, resulting in
underperformance. Large cap pharma stocks fared reasonably well, down only 1.0%; this sector represents the
Company’s largest underweight position. Small cap biotech stocks were down 15.6%; this sector represents the
Company were largest overweight position. Another strategic overweight in the portfolio is large cap biotech, down
12.7, and Emerging market healthcare, down 12.5%.

Only one stock contributed more than 30 basis points of performance was; Merck & Co. In addition to its obvious
defensive characteristics, momentum has been in Merck’s favour in 2018. With their lead asset, Keytruda
(pembrolizumab), now the largest selling immunotherapy agent, investor expectations are rising for margin
expansion and robust earnings growth in the coming years. Whilst there was some volatility around the reported
earnings in the period, the stock was able to end the month on a 52-week high. Four stocks detracted more than 65
basis points each. Alexion Pharmaceuticals, Celgene and Biogen all reported quarterly earnings in the period. All
three of these large cap biotech stocks reported a “beat and raise” with regard to earnings yet all three stocks
dropped in the period (between -14% to -20% in US$ terms), as they caught in the downdraft of the biotech sell-off
despite their strong financials. Allergan fell after their own “beat and raise” quarterly earnings report as investors
had increased concerns around future growth, looming competition, and the potential for dilutive divestitures.
Clearly, market volatility spiked in October and its potential impact to returns cannot be ignored. Whilst difficult to
predict, it may be reasonable to assume that volatility may remain elevated into 2019 as long as trade negotiations,
Brexit, U.S. federal policy, and other macro factors remain in flux.

Discount / Premium Control
Mechanism

The Directors have adopted an active discount
management policy to establish and support an
improved rating in the Company's shares through
the use of share buybacks, with a view to limiting
the discount to the ex income NAV per share at
which the shares trade to no more than 6%. Shares
bought back may be held in treasury for reissue at
later dates at not more than the discount at which
they were purchased, and in any event at a
discount no greater than 5% to the prevailing cum
income net asset value per share. Any shares left
in treasury are cancelled around the time of the
AGM. In order to stop the share price trading at a
significant premium to the NAV per share, the
Company has the ability to issue new shares at a
0.7% premium to the cum income NAV per share.
