Commentary
In August the NAV per share was up 3.6%, the share price was up 4.0%, and the MSCI World Health Care
Index was up 4.3%.

August was another strong month for global healthcare equity returns. For the most part, momentum seen
in July carried over again into August as fund flows continued to find their way into the healthcare space.
Unlike the previous month, biotechnology stocks, in particular mid-caps, also participated in the rally.
Performance of the Trust in August was again strong but modestly underperformed the benchmark due to a
mix of allocation effect and stock picking. Positive alpha was generated via overweight positioning in
medical devices, mid-cap biotechnology, and generic pharmaceuticals, which was offset by relative
positioning in emerging markets (which once again sold off) and large cap pharmaceuticals (which continued
their upward momentum). Single stock moves of note were few. On the positive side, medical device maker
Wright Medical announced positive second quarter results and raised full year guidance, leading the stock
to a 52-week high in the month. The share price in another medical device company, Nevro, partially
rebounded after the stock aggressively sold off in July.

On the negative side, Alexion Pharmaceuticals traded lower after a competitor announced a phase-up in the
development of a rival drug to treat rare blood disorders. And shares for the dental supply company, Dentsply
Sirona were lower after the company surprisingly cut its full year outlook.

Looking ahead, we expect clinical related catalysts to increase dramatically into year-end. A plethora of
medical meetings will begin in earnest in September and carry into October, by which another earnings
season shall be upon us.

Investment Policy

The Company offers a superior UK-listed
opportunity for capital appreciation through a
diversified portfolio of worldwide pharmaceutical,
biotechnology, healthcare equipment, healthcare
technology and healthcare services companies.
The Portfolio Manager seeks to reduce risk through
extensive fundamental research, worldwide
exposure, position limits, and balanced market
capitalisations. The Company’s investment
objective also allows gearing, through borrowing, of
up to 20% of net assets and a net exposure to
derivative investments (excluding swaps) of up to
5% of the portfolio. Equity swaps may also be used,
counterparty exposure here is limited to 12% of the
portfolio at the time of acquisition.

Discount / Premium Control
Mechanism

The Directors have adopted an active discount
management policy to establish and support an
improved rating in the Company's shares through
the use of share buybacks, with a view to limiting
the discount to the ex income NAV per share at
which the shares trade to no more than 6%. Shares
bought back may be held in treasury for reissue at
later dates at not more than the discount at which
they were purchased, and in any event at a
discount no greater than 5% to the prevailing cum
income net asset value per share. Any shares left
in treasury are cancelled around the time of the
AGM. In order to stop the share price trading at a
significant premium to the NAV per share, the
Company has the ability to issue new shares at a
0.7% premium to the cum income NAV per share.
